
The rules of entry
1  Any schoolgoing child in Namibia may participate 

in Santam’s Child Art Competition.

2  Artwork MUST NOT be larger than A2 format 
(594 mm x 420 mm).

3  Colour or black-and-white drawings, etchings, 
paintings and silk-screens will be accepted.

4  NO sculptures, needlework or three-dimensional work 
will be accepted.

5  Entries may only be on paper or canvas and 
MAY NOT BE FOLDED, ROLLED UP OR MOUNTED.

6  Do not paste or write anything on the front of the artwork.

7  No artwork will be returned to parents, educators 
or entrants under any circumstances.

8  As selected works in the category 15 years and older 
may also be needed for examinations, we recommend 
that Grade 12 learners have their work photographed 
prior to entry.

9  The entry form must be fully completed 
to avoid disqualification.

10  An entry form must be pasted on the back of each entry 
to avoid disqualification.

11  This competition is for human-crafted works 
and not AI-generated pieces.

Entries close 30 June 2026.
